2. Provide necessary books, materials, supplies, and equipment.
3. Utilize school or other facilities as required.



	
	Students eligible for the summer school of this district shall include resident students eligible for regular attendance in district schools.

Responsibility
	The Superintendent and/or designee shall be responsible for developing regulations for:


	
	1. Planning the summer school curriculum.
2. Recommending appropriate staff appointments.
3. Student and staff assignments.
4. Evaluating and reporting on student progress.
5. Utilization of facilities.
6. Developing and enforcing rules for student behavior.
